Millennium Grand Prix “Class 2” Event 

 
The Tournament: 
A seven round Swiss tournament with a time control of all moves in 90 minutes plus an increment of 30 
seconds per move from move one. The tournament will be nationally and FIDE rated and is therefore open 
only to registered players. Unregistered players can complete NZCF registration at the tournament . The 
tournament will be conducted according to the “NZ Seniors’ Tournament Rules”.  
 
Qualifying Players: All Seniors (males born before 1st January 1950, Females born before 1st January 1960) 
who are registered with their national federations. Top Oceania player is Oceania Seniors' Champion and qualifies for 
World Seniors’ as Oceania representative. Top NZ player receives the title of 2010 NZ Seniors’ Champion and is the 
holder of the NZ Seniors’ Trophy until 2011. 
 
Venue: 

Canterbury Chess Club, 27 Tyne St, Christchurch. Free car parking available. No smoking will be permitted at the venue.
